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In an attempt to raise additional money for our association and to provide a different form of 

competition and fun, the executive board has voted positively to provide the option to enter a 

skins game at the regular weekly tournaments scheduled for the 2010 golf season. 

 

The weekly application form will include a box to check off if you are interested in partici-

pating in the skins game.  The cost will be $5.00/tournament.  You would pay the $5.00 skins 

fee when you send your weekly application form to Jean Young.  If you decide to participate, 

your check would be in the amount of $28.00 to WMSGA. 

 

Skins would be awarded for the ñlow scoreò on a hole.  If two tie, all tie.  Both gross and net 

skins would be awarded.  10% of the overall entry amounts received weekly would be re-

tained by WMSGA and would go in to the general fund.  The remaining 90% would be paid 

out to the skins winners in the form of a WMSGA Voucher.  If there were no winners, all 

money collected would go in to the general fund of WMSGA.  Vouchers for skins won 

would be awarded at the end of the golf season.
